Kit Car Registration in Arizona

The following are some helpful items provided by Jim Stack regarding registering a kit car in Arizona. This may be of use to those who own or are building custom EVs that aim to have the vehicles licensed for use in Arizona.

1. To register a kit car in Arizona your have to go to one of the level 2 inspection stations. They don't take a reservation so you have to just hope they can fit you in.

2. To get a 3 day temporary permit to drive it to inspection you can go on line and print one. When it has the place for your VIN, Vehicle ID number just type “to be assigned.”
3. You need your paperwork and proof of insurance for registration. My insurance company (Farmers) and many others won't insure a kit car. Try  http://www.classiccar.com/aci_fAQ.shtml.
4. Try to get it in the year and make of the kit car body. Mine is a 1950 Willis Jeep. Since we are electric it will be exempt from emissions.
